Also, the Sunday School contin-

ued (and continues) to collect 

aluminum tabs to benefit kidney 

dialysis patients. If anyone won-

ders exactly how that is accom-

plished, here is how it happens: 

The tabs collected here at Trinity 

are taken to Samaritan Medical 

Center. The Samaritan volun-

teer office redeems the tabs, 

which are worth 50 cents per 

pound, and the money is then 

donated to the Volunteer 

Transportation Center, to be 

used to help transport people 

to appointments, especially 

weekly dialysis treatments. 

Donations of tabs may be left 

at collection points in the 

narthex, Great Hall and parish 

office and are greatly appreci-

ated.

Among its projects this year, 

Sunday School students and 

staff raised money (through a 

can and bottle drive and collec-

tion of monetary donations) to 

purchase items through Episco-

pal Relief & Developmentõs 

Gifts for Life program, which 

benefits people in Third World 

countries. 

With a total of $831.55, the 

following Gifts for Life were 

purchased: food for 13 children 

($195), a health clinic for 10 

people ($150), a flock of chick-

ens ($135), a goat ($80), one 

share in a cow ($60), bees and 

honey including equipment and 

training ($55), ducks and geese 

($35) and clean water for one 

person ($35). They also were 

able to make a $77 donation to 

Episcopal Relief & Develop-

mentõs Haiti Fund and a general 

donation of $9.55 to be used 

wherever it is needed.
