ʴ Kitchen equipment is installed 

and connected. 

ʴ Water service to the building 

has been connected in the street 

and installed. 

ʴ Toilet room fixtures and 

partitions are installed. 

ʴ The wood shelf and coat rod 

are installed in the hallway. 

The following has been accom-

plished in the new parish cen-

ter since April 15:  

ʴ The exterior of the building 

has received two coats of finish 

color. 

ʴ The exterior stone veneer is 

installed and will be finished 

around the exterior doors once 

the doors are installed. 

ʴ The interior doors and hard-

ware are installed. 

ʴ The custom door for the 

connecting corridor has been 

fabricated and is waiting for 

hinges so it can be installed. 

ʴ The gas lines for the fur-

naces, water heaters and 

kitchen stove are installed and 

connected. 

ʴ Cabinets and countertops are 

installed in the offices and 

parish hall. 

ʴ Baseboards and shoe mold-

ing are installed throughout the 

building.

sinks are installed in the nurs-

ery room.

stalled. 

ʴ Handrails are installed in the 

 Trinity vestry to meet 

The next meeting of Trinity 

Vestry will be at 6:15 p.m.
