Not only will the dinner in-

clude madrigals sung by mem-

bers of Trinity Choir, but also 

will feature a troupe of players 

For those who may not yet have 

heard, the Rev. Russell H. 

Champlin, a former curate of 

Trinity Church and longtime 

priest in the Diocese of Central 

New York, died May 12 at age 

82. 

Father Champlin was curate 

here for four years before mov-

ing to Liverpool, where he was 

rector of St. Matthewõs Church 

for nine years. 

He returned to Watertown in 

1969, when he was called to the 

campus ministry at Jefferson 

Community College, a position 

he held for 20 years. He also

was an adjunct professor in the 

sociology department at JCC 

and for 16 years was rector of 

St. Johnõs Church, Black River.  

After retiring in 1989, he was a 

supply priest for the Diocese 

of Central New York before 

moving in 1998 to Rochester. 

A memorial service for Father 

Champlin will be at 2 p.m. 

Saturday, June 26, here at Trin-

ity. Interment will be in the 

Haas Memorial Garden.
