Vestry meeting highlights

The vestry of Trinity Church
met in regular session Tuesday,
Aug. 17, in the hall of the new
parish center. Eight ofits 12
members, including the rector,
along with the clerk and the
treasurer were present for the
meeting. While always wel-
come, there were no visitors or
observers.

Parish treasurer Roswell
Gotham presented two months
of financial statements (the
vestry typically does not meet in
July). While pledge contribu-
tions to the general fund ate
predictably down (as they al-
most always are during the sum-
mer months) financial opera-
tions are on-track with a tight
lid being kept on expenses.

The rector highlighted some of
the remaining
items that remain outstanding
in the construction project. Itis
expected that we will receive
our certificate of occupancy this
week. The vestry, on recom-
mendation of the rector and
churchwardens, authorized the
wardens to arrange for an addi-
tional $150,000 line of credit
needed to bridge the gap be-
tween the timing of construc-
tion-related expenses and the
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receipt of capital campaign
pledge revenue. People who
pledged to the capital campaign
were able to make a five-year
giving plan (as opposed to the
customary three years) and as
revenue is received, these bridge
loans will be repaid.

The vestry enthu-
siastically supported Jane and
the work of the committee.
